shey has completed Basic Training, Field Training (a month at Camp Buckner), and has been a Platoon Sergeant for Basic
Training. She was in charge of 42 new cadets and 4 Squad Leaders, exclaiming that it was a “Great Experience!”...and the
biggest challenge with which she’s been faced so far. She also interned with the NYPD Counter-terrorism Department for 3
weeks this past summer. She trained with the unit and worked on several projects involving “building safety” and did a ride-
along in the most dangerous precinct in New York. Because Chief Hershey is in the process of learning the language, West
Point also sent her to China during her Spring break in her Freshman year.

LT Hooven recalls that Chief Hershey was always the first to volunteer, always stepped up to help wherever needed (with
both her shipmates and the officers). He states that he knew from the beginning that she was going to make it to the rank of
CPO and go on to do great things. Chief Hershey, from the beginning, demonstrated great military bearing and leadership
qualities.

The accomplishments of her past, as well as those certain in her future, can and always should serve as examples of what can
be achieved when you choose to live by the values of honor, courage, and commitment. There have been few individuals that
have excelled to the level of Chief Hershey. She will always be an important and valuable part of the Akron Battalion, and

perienced Cadets.

Cadet Del Percio attributes his high
level of interest, initiative, and commit-
ment to succeed in the program—to his
family, of which many members have a
great deal of prior exposure to the mili-
tary in a variety of roles and, who he
states, are extremely supportive and
genuinely excited for his involvement in

the USNSCC.

In fact, his father was a Sea Cadet in a
Queens, New York unit when he was the
same age as that of Cadet Del Percio,
and Cadet Del Percio’s grandmother also
served in the same unit as a Lieutenant.

DETS!!) Mr. Del Percio then went on to
serve in the USMC during Desert Storm
and later became a Firearms Instructor
for the NYPD.

Cadet Del Percio’s grandfather served in
the USN on both the DDE-507 and
DDG-6. With plenty of former military
family members, it is not surprising that
Cadet Del Percio has found his own

great desire to be a career service
member in the United States Navy.

Currently a Sophomore at Nordonia
High School, Cadet Del Percio is on
the Varsity Wrestling Team and, at
the time that this article was written,
has a 13-3 record for the current year.
